WestREAP's role in the community is to respond to i  dentified educational
needs. Ministry of Education funding is our primar  y source of income, but

we also access supplementary funding from wherever we can to
strengthen programme delivery. In the early child hood sector here at
WestREAP we are putting together the plans for the next three years of
delivery. The first year will be well planned with concrete initiatives then
the following two years will be flexible enough to adapt to any changes
in community priority. WestREAP will be looking at how to align local
education needs with the national education priorit y of ‘Reducing
systematic underachievement in education’. To work toward this we’'d
like to: see more children participating in quality early childhood
education (especially those from disadvantaged fami lies); strengthen
family and community involvement; ensure that rural communities have
access to high quality, appropriate and effective e ducation
programmes; and to develop a collaborative and resp onsive education
network so that we are all on the same page and wor king together.

To make sure that WestREAP is serving its community , | would like to meet
with all early childhood centre’s to discuss common visions. Discussion
around strategic plans should help to identify some steps to achieve
what we’d like for our community.
